Using Elluminate vRoom
What is Elluminate?
Elluminate is a tool which can be used to increase real time interactivity in an online environment. The tool allows the participants to share an interactive whiteboard, share applications that are running on a desktop, transfer files for work in progress, allow other users to see your desktop and to contribute to product creation, and display multimedia such as movies and PowerPoint presentations. The program can also save the session which can be replayed for members that could not attend.
What can Elluminate do for you in a collaborative environment?

Elluminate allows you to communicate online with your classmates while sharing documents or desktops through a feature called file sharing. Communication can occur through a chat area or through audio using microphones. You can even share video if you have a web cam.

 I cannot guarantee the program will work perfectly on your computer because each computer is set up differently. I believe you should have a good experience with this software even if the only thing you can do is communicating through chat. 

Training in Elluminate Live

1. Go to elluminate.com
2. Select the button that will take you to vRoom.

3. To the left, select the training button.

4. Select the Participant Training.

5. You have several choices. The 5 minutes training is very good. You will also see PDF documents and the slide show.  Select one of the options to learn how to participate in a room.

 Once you have finished the training go to elluminate.com/vroom. Select the Get your vRoom. This will allow you to download the software to your computer. Elluminate will then send you a URL that will allow you to set up your own meetings. Follow the URL, then bookmark it in your browser under favorites.
Conducting a Session

1. Decide who will be the moderator for your group.

2. The moderator opens his/her email from Elluminate. 
3. Follow the  link in the email to your own personal Vroom.

4. Click on the Invite Others to Meet With You button.
5. Set up a time for your meeting.

6. Send an email to your group members. (You will need their email addresses to do this.)

7. They will receive an email with a URL that will allow them to login to your room.
